Part C:  Before School Care 

For families who need to bring children to school before 8:50, we provide an “early bird teacher” who opens 

her classroom at 8:00 each morning and then takes each child to his/her regular teacher at 8:50.  This service 

can be used as needed.  Cost is $3 per use.  Please pay the early bird teacher directly. 
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Part D:  After School Care 

For families that would like their children to stay at school until 1:50 for after school care, we offer “lunch bunch” 

four days per week.  During lunch bunch children eat their lunches brought from home, do activities, and have 

playtime.   Each lunch bunch group is limited to ten children.  Lunch bunch is not offered on Tuesdays.  The 

dollar amount shown is the monthly charge payable on the first of each month, September – May.  We do not 

discount this monthly charge for siblings.

Part E:  Annual Fees 

1. An application fee of $200 is due with each child’s application form every year.  This fee is only refunded if 

your child is placed on the waiting list.   

2.  When your child is accepted, an enrollment fee is due within two weeks in order to secure your child’s 

placement.  The enrollment fee is non-refundable since it is used to purchase supplies and prepare classrooms 

for the coming year.  The enrollment fee includes the activity/supply fee, the parents’ club dues, and will be 

used to defray the costs of ongoing program enhancements.  We offer discounted enrollment fees if siblings 

attend PRP together.

Part F: How to Apply 

Submit your application and application fee as soon as possible.  

 

Current families: The application form comes home via book bags and is available on the website in January..  

Submit application and application fee by January 24, 2012 for each returning child and any new siblings.  

When your child is accepted, you will have until March 2, 2012 to submit the signed enrollment form and non-

refundable enrollment fee to secure his/her place for the 2012-2013 school year. 

 

New families: The application form is available via the website or from the school beginning in January.  For 

applications received by January 31, 2012, a decision on acceptance or wait list is made by February 17, 2012.  

When your child is accepted, you will have two weeks to submit the signed enrollment form and non-

refundable enrollment fee to secure his/her place for the 2012-2013 school year. When your child is placed on 

the waiting list, we will refund the application fee.  We will accept applications as long as we have openings. 

 

 

Part G: How Acceptance and Class Placement are Determined 

Applications are date stamped upon arrival. Returning families are given priority for acceptance. Students are 

placed in classes, including after school care, on the basis of age, the needs of the child, previous preschool 

experience, and days chosen.  For a child who is continuing at PRP, every effort will be made to place the child 

with some of the members of his/her current class. The final composition of school year classes is determined in 

the summer.
